Pursuant to the Ordinance on postgraduate studies at Josip Juraj Strossmayer University of Osijek and the Recommendations of the Agency for Science and Higher Education, at its 9th session held on 29 October 2019, under agenda item 3, the Council of the Postgraduate interdisciplinary university study programme in Molecular Biosciences (hereinafter: the Council) adopted the following
REQUIREMENTS FOR APPOINTMENT OF SUPERVISORS
AT THE POSTGRADUATE INTERDISCIPLINARY UNIVERSITY STUDY PROGRAMME IN

MOLECULAR BIOSCIENCES
(aligned with the Ordinance on postgraduate studies at Josip Juraj Strossmayer University of Osijek and the Recommendations of the Agency for Science and Higher Education) 
1. The following may be appointed supervisors at the Postgraduate interdisciplinary university study programme in Molecular Biosciences (pursuant to Article 29 of the Ordinance on postgraduate studies at Josip Juraj Strossmayer University of Osijek):

· a teacher appointed to a research-teaching or artistic-teaching rank (assistant professor, associate professor and full professor) or a researcher appointed to a research rank (research associate, senior research associate or research advisor) or an equivalent rank if the potential supervisor has acquired his/her academic title abroad;
· a person appointed to a research or research-teaching rank and actively involved in research in the doctoral dissertation research area; 

· a person who has a proven record of research achievements in the last five years and who has published relevant papers related to the doctoral dissertation research topic;
· professor emeritus who participates in teaching at the postgraduate university study programme of the issuing institution;
· a prominent international scientist who is not an employee of the issuing institution but participates in teaching at the postgraduate university study under a different contract, or is a manager or associate in a research project within the framework of which research and a doctoral dissertation would be done; 

· appointment of two supervisors must be made possible if interdisciplinary research, research activities or artistic creation are conducted in multiple institutions. 
2. In addition to the above, to be appointed supervisor at the Postgraduate interdisciplinary university study programme in Molecular Biosciences, the proposed individual must satisfy the following requirements (in accordance with the recommendations of the Agency for Science and Higher Education: Principles and criteria for the re-accreditation of postgraduate university study programmes in Croatia, Chapter III, item 5):

· if the individual proposed to be appointed supervisor has not mentored or co-mentored a successfully defended doctoral dissertation before, he/she must have a certificate of participation in appropriate training (e.g., a mentoring skills workshop)
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
